Treatment for an Eggbound Hen

· Place the hen in a hospital cage or in a box lines with strips of paper as nesting material.

· Provide warmth (29-32deg. C) and a semi dark environment to overcome the shock and relax the vent muscles.  If the egg is passed in 2-4 hours, give her antibiotics for 5-7 days.

· If the egg is not passed you must seek veterinary help, otherwise the hen will die.

· Do not hold the hen over hot water, apply warm oil to her vent or massage the egg out if you want to breed from her again.
